Sinful, Yet Loved… A Woman Discovers the Grace of God 
 

The Woman at the Well (John 4:1-30; 39-42) 
 

When therefore the Lord knew how the Pharisees had heard that Jesus 
made and baptized more disciples than John, (Though Jesus himself 
baptized not, but his disciples,) He left Judaea, and departed again into 
Galilee. And he must needs go through Samaria. Then cometh he to a city 
of Samaria, which is called Sychar, near to the parcel of ground that Jacob 
gave to his son Joseph. Now Jacob's well was there. Jesus therefore, being 
wearied with his journey, sat thus on the well: and it was about the sixth 
hour. There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith unto 
her, Give me to drink. (For his disciples were gone away unto the city to 
buy meat.) Then saith the woman of Samaria unto him, How is it that 
thou, being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? for 
the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans. Jesus answered and said 
unto her, If thou knewest the gift of God, and who it is that saith to thee, 
Give me to drink; thou wouldest have asked of him, and he would have 
given thee living water. The woman saith unto him, Sir, thou hast nothing 
to draw with, and the well is deep: from whence then hast thou that living 
water? Art thou greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, and 
drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle? Jesus answered 
and said unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this water shall thirst again: But 
whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; 
but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water 
springing up into everlasting life. The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me 
this water, that I thirst not, neither come hither to draw.  Jesus saith unto 
her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither.  The woman answered and 
said, I have no husband. Jesus said unto her, Thou hast well said, I have 
no husband:  For thou hast had five husbands; and he whom thou now 
hast is not thy husband: in that saidst thou truly.  The woman saith unto 
him, Sir, I perceive that thou art a prophet.  Our fathers worshipped in 
this mountain; and ye say, that in Jerusalem is the place where men ought 
to worship.  Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, 
when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the 
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Father.  Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for 
salvation is of the Jews.  But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true 
worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father 
seeketh such to worship him.  God is a Spirit: and they that worship him 
must worship him in spirit and in truth.  The woman saith unto him, I 
know that Messias cometh, which is called Christ: when he is come, he 
will tell us all things.  Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.  
And upon this came his disciples, and marvelled that he talked with the 
woman: yet no man said, What seekest thou? or, Why talkest thou with 
her?  The woman then left her waterpot, and went her way into the city, 
and saith to the men, Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I 
did: is not this the Christ? Then they went out of the city, and came unto 
him. 
 
And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on him for the saying of 
the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did. So when the 
Samaritans were come unto him, they besought him that he would tarry 
with them: and he abode there two days. And many more believed 
because of his own word; And said unto the woman, Now we believe, not 
because of thy saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that 
this is indeed the Christ, the Saviour of the world.

Confused, Yet Loved… Two Sisters Discover the Heart of God 
 

Mary, Martha and Lazarus (John 11:1-46) 
Now a certain man was sick, named Lazarus, of Bethany, the town of Mary and her 
sister Martha.   (It was that Mary which anointed the Lord with ointment, and wiped 
his feet with her hair, whose brother Lazarus was sick.)  Therefore his sisters sent unto 
him, saying, Lord, behold, he whom thou lovest is sick.  When Jesus heard that, he said, 
This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of God, that the Son of God might be 
glorified thereby.  Now Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and Lazarus.  When he had 
heard therefore that he was sick, he abode two days still in the same place where he 
was.  Then after that saith he to his disciples, Let us go into Judaea again.   His disciples 
say unto him, Master, the Jews of late sought to stone thee; and goest thou thither 
again? Jesus answered, Are there not twelve hours in the day? If any man walk in the 
day, he stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of this world.  But if a man walk in the 
night, he stumbleth, because there is no light in him.  These things said he: and after 
that he saith unto them, Our friend Lazarus sleepeth; but I go, that I may awake him out 
of sleep.  Then said his disciples, Lord, if he sleep, he shall do well.   Howbeit Jesus 
spake of his death: but they thought that he had spoken of taking of rest in sleep.  Then 
said Jesus unto them plainly, Lazarus is dead.  And I am glad for your sakes that I was 
not there, to the intent ye may believe; nevertheless let us go unto him.  Then said 
Thomas, which is called Didymus, unto his fellowdisciples, Let us also go, that we may 
die with him.   Then when Jesus came, he found that he had lain in the grave four days 
already.  Now Bethany was nigh unto Jerusalem, about fifteen furlongs off:  And many 
of the Jews came to Martha and Mary, to comfort them concerning their brother.  Then 
Martha, as soon as she heard that Jesus was coming, went and met him: but Mary sat 
still in the house.  Then said Martha unto Jesus, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my 
brother had not died.  But I know, that even now, whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God 
will give it thee.  Jesus saith unto her, Thy brother shall rise again.  Martha saith unto 
him, I know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at the last day.  Jesus said unto 
her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet 
shall he live:  And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou 
this?  She saith unto him, Yea, Lord: I believe that thou art the Christ, the Son of God, 
which should come into the world.  And when she had so said, she went her way, and 
called Mary her sister secretly, saying, The Master is come, and calleth for thee.  As soon 
as she heard that, she arose quickly, and came unto him.  Now Jesus was not yet come 
into the town, but was in that place where Martha met him.  The Jews then which were 
with her in the house, and comforted her, when they saw Mary, that she rose up hastily 
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and went out, followed her, saying, She goeth unto the grave to weep there.   Then 
when Mary was come where Jesus was, and saw him, she fell down at his feet, saying 
unto him, Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother had not died.  When Jesus therefore 
saw her weeping, and the Jews also weeping which came with her, he groaned in the 
spirit, and was troubled.  And said, Where have ye laid him? They said unto him, Lord, 
come and see.  Jesus wept.  Then said the Jews, Behold how he loved him!  And some of 
them said, Could not this man, which opened the eyes of the blind, have caused that 
even this man should not have died?  Jesus therefore again groaning in himself cometh 
to the grave. It was a cave, and a stone lay upon it.  Jesus said, Take ye away the stone. 
Martha, the sister of him that was dead, saith unto him, Lord, by this time he stinketh: 
for he hath been dead four days.   Jesus saith unto her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou 
wouldest believe, thou shouldest see the glory of God?  Then they took away the stone 
from the place where the dead was laid. And Jesus lifted up his eyes, and said, Father, I 
thank thee that thou hast heard me.  And I knew that thou hearest me always: but 
because of the people which stand by I said it, that they may believe that thou hast sent 
me.  And when he thus had spoken, he cried with a loud voice, Lazarus, come forth.  
And he that was dead came forth, bound hand and foot with graveclothes: and his face 
was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose him, and let him go.  
Then many of the Jews which came to Mary, and had seen the things which Jesus did, 
believed on him.  But some of them went their ways to the Pharisees, and told them 
what things Jesus had done.

The Syrophonecian Woman (Matthew 15:21-28) 
 

Then Jesus went thence, and departed into the coasts of Tyre and Sidon. 
And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried 
unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou son of David; my 
daughter is grievously vexed with a devil.  But he answered her not a 
word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; 
for she crieth after us.  But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto 
the lost sheep of the house of Israel.  Then came she and worshipped him, 
saying, Lord, help me.  But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the 
children's bread, and to cast it to dogs.  And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the 
dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table.  Then Jesus 
answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee 
even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very 
hour.

The Call of Love (Luke 5:1-10) 

And it came to pass, that, as the people pressed upon him to hear the 
word of God, he stood by the lake of Gennesaret, And saw two ships 
standing by the lake: but the fishermen were gone out of them, and were 
washing their nets.  And he entered into one of the ships, which was 
Simon's, and prayed him that he would thrust out a little from the land. 
And he sat down, and taught the people out of the ship.  Now when he 
had left speaking, he said unto Simon, Launch out into the deep, and let 
down your nets for a draught.  And Simon answering said unto him, 
Master, we have toiled all the night, and have taken nothing: nevertheless 
at thy word I will let down the net.  And when they had this done, they 
enclosed a great multitude of fishes: and their net brake.  And they 
beckoned unto their partners, which were in the other ship, that they 
should come and help them. And they came, and filled both the ships, so 
that they began to sink.  When Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at Jesus' 
knees, saying, Depart from me; for I am a sinful man, O Lord.  For he was 
astonished, and all that were with him, at the draught of the fishes which 
they had taken:  And so was also James, and John, the sons of Zebedee, 
which were partners with Simon. And Jesus said unto Simon, Fear not; 
from henceforth thou shalt catch men.
